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Commonwealth games were organized for the first time in 1930 in Hamilton city, Ontario (Canada).
Then this supporting event was known as British Empire games. The idea for holding this event was
originally conceived by an Indian Ashley Kapoor. He had proposed this event to the political leaders
stating its importance to bring about mutual peace and harmony.

In 1928, Boby Tobinson, one of the most prominent athletes of Canada was given the responsibility
to organize the Commonwealth games. These games were started in 1930 with a participation of only
11 countries and 400 athletes.

Its name also underwent many changes, for example it was known in 1954 as British Empire and
commonwealth games and in 1970 as British Empire commonwealth games.

Finally in 1978 it was given the name of Commonwealth games by consensus. In 1998 the
Commonwealth games organized in Kualalampur witnessed a big change when sports such as Cricket,
Hockey and Netball their presence felt.

In the last Commonwealth games held in Glasgow 71 countries participated including all the 53
commonwealth nations.
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
